22.0101 District Councillors Report, L Bates
South Staffs Council has a draft local plan for 2018-38 to provide 8100 new houses. This mainly affects NE Penkridge, as Penkridge has facilities. The local plan goes to the District Council on 8th November and consultation will start on 10th November for 6 weeks up to 23rd December. The signed document will then be sent to the Secretary of State.  27 organizations benefited from the Climate change community fund. The Council has changed to green energy for its offices. Eight electric vehicle charging points have been installed at the new Council Hub. Council officers are available to present the Climate Change Work and a tour will be possible of the Hub on 3rd November.

22.0102  Parish Plan
a)  Community Centre & Recreation Field. 

Ladies Toilet now completed. A new Dance Group has started on Mondays 5-9pm replacing the Zumba group. Bookings for ad hoc parties are doing well. Both the Football teams are playing on the field and there will be a match every Sunday at 2pm. The Management Committee is considering providing a WiFi system and replacing the ancient cooker in the kitchen.
 The booking secretary has offered her resignation and the Committee is looking at an automatic booking system for the hall.. The Chairman will finish at the end of the year but there have been no volunteers so far to take over. The Parish Council agreed to support printing of flyers for circulation around the Parish inviting volunteers. This will also be put on the Website.
The McMillan Coffee morning raised around £1000.

Bednall came second in the small villages category of the BKV whilst Acton Trussell came first and also obtained an award for Community Spirit and green issues reflecting how the community was working together. The chairman congratulated everybody on their success. And thanked everyone for working hard to make the villages nice.

d) Highways and Transport.  
 The Clerk has submitted an application for a Highways license for installing the poles and equipment.  Moving the 30mph sign further out of Bednall along Common Lane towards Spring Cottage would cost ~ £7000 .
Potholes have been previously marked with white lines but this is wearing away and no action has been taken. The hedge on the A449 up to the M6 is overgrown and covering the footpath.
Concern about traffic coming out of catch corner and the Parish Council has previously suggested the there should be no right turn back towards the motorway.

22/00921/FUL Acton Close Lower Penkridge Road Acton Trussell

Two storey side extension, remodel to existing layout including changing windows and a new porch.

 The Council felt that this was not in keeping with the street scene and affected the property opposite.
The following application has been approved.
22/00627/FUL The Grange, Top Road, Acton Trussell.

Demolition of conservatory and formation of a new dining room, extension to front of garage and over, forming a cinema room, tool store and 5th bedroom. Single storey extension to kitchen.
The Parish Council thought that this was an over development of the site. The erection of the Cinema room will further narrow the roadway.
