The Police Commissioner has some funds which might be used for SIDs. Severn Trent also has community funds. Changes to the recycling schemes are being made to help get the right things in each bin. 30mph Stickers will be provided for bins. Bleed out kits to provide first aid for stab victims are being provided by Penkridge Inner Wheel, It costs £120 to purchase each kit, which is based on measures developed for the military in the field for serious injuries. The litter bin at Cooks Bank/Top Road should be relocated next to the footpath.
23.085  Parish Plan
a)  Community Centre & Recreation Field. 

The Community Centre now has a broadband facility installed. The painting of the fencing at the front of the building is now in hand. Two external electricity supply points have been installed so that there will be no need for trailing cables which were a serious trip hazard.  A replacement gas cooker for the kitchen is being explored. Still looking at a booking system for the Hall which should now be possible with the WiFi installation. BAATH social group looking at providing a sound system and overhead projector system for the main hall.
b) Communication.  Website running well. 
c) Environment.- Climate Change  The Best Kept Village Competition is ongoing and both villages are looking good. Bednall and Acton Trussell each had half of the Childrens posters. The Parish Council will judge the posters and give prize voucher for the winning posters from Bednall and from Acton Trussell as well as packets of sweets for all the children.
d) Highways and Transport.  Speed Indicators device quotations to be presented at the next meeting. The Police Commissioner will be asked if any grants might be available for their installation.  There is flooding again with blocked gullies but the sucking out of gullies is not available from private contractors because of the problem of disposal of the material removed.
