Public Session    
Concerns about the traffic on Acton Hill Road were raised. Peak flows in the morning and evening. With high speeds. Parish Council explained problem of locating a SID on this road.  Traffic lights on Mill Lane Road bridge wee discussed and concerns about the delay in completing the work. It was suggested that permanent traffic lights could be considered to reduce the incidence of bridge  parapet damage on these bridges. Cllr Wyatt has asked Highways for a programme for the bridge work and the drain at the A449 end of Mill Lane. It was noted that Bednall Road out of Acton Trussell had had the potholes very well repaired.

25.045   Matters Arising      
District Plan and Neighbourhood Plan

 The Chairman has prepared his presentation on behalf of the Parish Council and the residents. Want to speak at the enquiry but it is doubtful if we will be able to get Site 036c removed from the plan. The Housing Needs Assessment has now been produced. There is the possibility to include affordable housing in any development.

The Parish Council resolved to approve the Housing Needs Assessment.

The Parish Council resolved to employ Urban Vision on the Neighbourhood Plan in line with their quotation.

Crowd Funding will now be initiated to help support the cost of professional fees. In relation to the District and Neighbourhood plans.

The Chairman thanked Cllr Wyatt for his hard work on these issues over the last three months.

Speed Indicator Devices. Support poles will be delivered next week but some delay in organising approved contractor for installation. 
Car Park.

Pickering & Butters have been instructed and are proceeding with the conveyance. The Parish Council chairman has inspected the Car Park along with the District Council the County Council specialist and they identified defects which are being rectified by the Contractors. There is a hiatus  over the actual access onto the land from the highway as there appears to be no agreement between Highways and the Contractor over a small strip of land between the roadway and the entrance. The appropriate paperwork is being progressed. Measures to provide security have been proposed but the details need agreement and must be completed before the Car Park could be taken over.

Work on the drains by Amber Cottage will be done in about 2 months. Additional bollards have been approved for Common Lane to fit between the existing bollards. Tree Protection Orders have been requested for Common Lane.
25.048 Parish Plan 
a) Community Centre & Recreation Field. 

The Community Centre is fairly quiet and building work is being fitted in. Bookings are increasing. With the impeding change to the structure of the Community Centre Trust a discussion is required with the Parish Council about future financial support.  Deep cleaning of the Kitchen is required every three months. It is expected that a change of the Trusts to a CIO will be complete within 12 months.

c) Environment and Climate Change.

The Parish Council agreed to the quotation for removing tree stumps and stump grinng on Lower Penkridge Road and at the top of Cooks Bank.continues to fund planting and other measures to improve the appearance of the villages.
25.049 Highways
The repair to the stone work on the bridge in Mill Lane cannot be completed until the temperature rises sufficiently for the use of the lime mortar required for cementing the stone. The road will be closed entirely and the drain will be redone and all the potholes. The Parish Council had requested that the work be done during the school holidays to avoid travel difficulties but this was not feasible.
25.050 Finance
a) The Parish Council agreed the appointment of Kim Squires as the Council’s Internal Auditor. 

b) The Report of the Internal Auditor was presented. There are no items of immediate concern but the auditor commented on the low level of reserves as a result of earmarking funds ( £30,000) for the Car Park and an additional SID.
